Questions to discuss and pray through this week 
 

Read Daniel 1:1-2 

1. What things cause you to doubt that God is in control of the world 

around us? How does the beginning of this story give you a greater 

confidence in God’s plans despite the way things might look? 

 

 

2. How does looking at the cross of Jesus help us to see that God’s plan can 

use evil to bring about something incredibly good?

4. When have you had to make a decision about what you should or 

shouldn’t do in order to stay faithful to God?
